The publishing process as a co-creation 


Last week, I was asked to share my experience with publishing in academic journals with young scholars. Some of this information is already known and widely discussed during the early years of this process. However, one interesting point that is often less emphasized is that the publishing process is community-based. We refer to my paper or our (if we are a team), but the truth is that others make an essential contribution to the development of our work. While the responsibility of the paper is ours, the publishing process is an opportunity to learn and discuss with our community, and not only a sign that you're doing something right or wrong; it simply means you need to keep going. 
Receiving feedback, especially harsh feedback or rejection, can be challenging and, at times, depressing, just as our students dislike it; however, it is the only way to learn something new and grow. Not all suggestions are supportive, but more often than not, people put time and effort into helping you develop and promote your ideas, and we should be thankful for that. Instead of focusing solely on myself, my work, or my writing, if we view the publishing process as a collaborative effort to share better knowledge with the world, I believe we will grow both as authors and reviewers.
